Significant management judgnrent is required to determine the amount ofdeferred tax assets that can be recognised, based upon the

likely timing and the level offuture taxable profits together with future tax planning strategies.

The Conrpany makes various assurnptions and estirnates while conrputing delerred taxes which include production related data (PLFs), projected

operations and maintenance costs, proj ected fì nance costs, proposed availnrent o f deduction under section t{0lA of the I ncome Tax Act, I 9ó I and the

period over which such deduction shall be availed, accelerated depreciation, other applicable allowances, usage ofbrought forward losses etc. While

these assumptions are based on best available facts in the knowledge of nranagenrent as on the balance sheet date however, they are subject to

change year on year depending on the actual tax laws and other variables in the respective year. Given that the actual assuntptions which would be

used to file the retum ol income shall depend upon the tax larvs prevailing in respective year, managenlent shall continue to reassess tlrese

assunrptions while calculating the delerred taxes on each balance sheet date and the impact due to such change, il any, is considered in the

respective year.
